Management Branch holds Big Bin events. These events are designed for residents who
want to dispose of household items too large for regular waste collection — at no
additional cost!

The Big Bin Events have become wildly popular over the years, with last year’s events
accepting a whopping 2,103 tonnes of material - the equivalent weight of 161 ETS buses.

This year, 12 weekend-long Big Bin Events will be held from spring to fall at various
locations throughout the city.
