This includes (and is not
necessarily limited to) CD's, books, original paintings, drawings, handprints, sculpture, pottery,
craftwork, and photography.

The SHOWCASE and SALE will take place under tents. One 8 ft table and chair will be provided to you
with your booking. Artists must provide their own tabletop easels or other mechanisms to display their
work. As this is a public event and security is not provided, artists or a representative must be in
attendance at all times.

Consider this! We LOVE to watch artists at work and we know that our neighbors will be captivated too.
Artists are strongly encouraged to PAINT, DRAW, SING, SCULPT, CARVE and CREATE while they sell.

Original works of art and reproductions of artwork may be sold but our expectation is that the artist will
exhibit some originals and must be in attendance for a portion of the day. Sorry, this neighborhood
celebration is not open to retailers of art prints, records or books, just our neighbour artists.

A $40 deposit (cash or cheque payable to RCL) is required to confirm your application by no later than
July 31, 2010. Your application will not be considered without a $40 deposit. You will be contacted in
early August to confirm your participation.

If you wish to sell any merchandise, including CDs, your $40 deposit will be retained by RCL as a
donation. If you do not attempt to sell any merchandise, your deposit will be returned to you after the
festival. ALL SHOWCASE and SALE artists will be required to provide a non-refundable $40 donation to
the RCL with their application.
